The moon produces the ocean tides

Green Sea Turtles lay their eggs in the sand above the high tide line

• Tides help circulate nutrients in shallow water.
• Tides help regulate reproductive behavior in some marine organisms.

Grunion fish spawn at high tide

The moon helps protect the Earth from collisions with smaller objects from space. With-
out the moon, the earth might wobble in its rotation, causing wild swings in climate.
